Universitat Erlangen-Nirnberg. The DOT has been regularly convened by the Deutsche
Morgenlandische Gesellschaft (DMG) since 1921 and takes place every 3-5 years at a
university of the German-speaking area.

The DOT covers all sub-disciplines of Oriental studies, both regionally and in terms of subject
matter. Therefore, it is one of the world's most important conferences in the field.
Participation does not require DMG membership.
